The TIA clinic service exists to confirm diagnosis of TIA, commence secondary prevention and timely referral to vascular surgeons for those patients appropriate for surgery.
NB. All patients referred from the community should have a Face-to-Face assessment by a clinician prior to referral and a patient profile should accompany referrals.  

Failure to do so may result in referrals being returned to the referring clinician for review
